· Supervision-Class out of ratio, 13 children with one adult from ages infant to eight-years-old

· Records-Staff records requirements not met, and files are unorganized.

· Supervision-Infants grouped with older children; class not in proper ratio

· Program-Children watching extended amounts of television, forced to sit in one area and watch.  No other activities available

Violations-3/9/2011

· Records-Incomplete files

Warning Letter-3/23/2011

· Investigation ongoing regarding physical abuse at the facility.  Evaluator contacted DCS.  The director allegedly whipped a child with a belt on multiple occasions.  While she denied the allegations, it was determined that improper discipline had been used.  There had been previous complaints about abuse against the director in late 2010.  

Violations-4/1/2011

· Records-Staff files missing required health information

· Ownership/Admin/Organization-Children’s files missing immunization records

· Health and Safety-Director was the only staff member with proof of CPR training and wasn’t present at the time, that meant no one on staff had proper training.

· Supervision-Pre-K classroom unstructured, kids were “all over the place”

Violations-4/8/2011

· Supervision-Class not in proper ratio

· Food Service-Food non compliant with USDA recommended servings.  Evaluator made visit based on complaints that the director was not feeding the kids, they didn’t have enough to eat, and workers were going out and buying food when it should have been made available.  Evaluator checked fridge and freezer and only found a limited supply of food.  Kids didn’t have enough for seconds that day. 

            Records-Files were unavailable for review.

Violations-4/28/2011
